Abstract to the work program of the course
«Research methods: Track 1: Qualitative research»

The course «Research methods: Track 1: Qualitative research» is intended
for students of the direction of training 38.04.02 Management

The course «Research methods: Track 1: Qualitative researchy is included in
the list of basic «Courses (modules)».

The course is equivalent to 3 credits total, corresponding to 108 hours. The
curriculum comprises lectures (18 hours), practice work (36 hours, including MAO
18 hours), and students’ independent work (36 hours), control of students
independent work (36 hours). The course is delivered on the 1% year during the 2nd
semester.

The course «Research methods: Track 1: Qualitative researchy» is based on
the knowledge, skills and abilities obtained from mastering the courses «
Economics and Management: Adaptation Course», «Econometrics» and «The
management strategy. Portfolio management» and allows to prepare students for
studying a number of courses such as «Marketing Research», « Presentation
Skillsy», «Research Workshop» and «Research Project.

The course consists of three modules and the contents cover the following
range of issues:

1. Qualitative methods considered in the general context of research
methods. The course includes an introductory fragment, which implies familiarity
of the students with the theoretical foundations and history of the development of
qualitative methods, with a variety of forms and types of qualitative research.

2. A detailed review of the logic and sequence of actions at different stages
of qualitative research from the initial premises to the analysis and interpretation of
data.

3. Methods and procedures for analyzing qualitative data. Types and
specifics of qualitative data. The logic of qualitative data analysis: analytical
induction, construction of ideal types, illustrative method. General principles of the

analytical description. Analytical “saturated"” (thick) description. Data



Conceptualization (Grounded Theory). Coding procedures: open, axial and
selective coding. Analytical generalization in a small number of cases. Presentation
of the results of qualitative research, as a special genre of writing economic works.

The goal- is for students to master theoretical knowledge, to acquire and
develop practical skills in the field of qualitative research methods; to show the
essence and variety of research opportunities of a qualitative research strategy, to
develop practical skills for planning and conducting field qualitative research.

Tasks:

 to form an idea of the diversity and specificity of methods of economic
research;

» to form an idea of the organizational and instrumental applications of
modern research methods;

* to develop tools for specific (and common in modern) research methods;

» to learn to value the relevance of the use of research methods in the modern
economy;

« form the ability to independently learn new research methods, change the
scientific and research-production profile of their professional activities;

* to form skills for the use of knowledge of the methods and theories of
science in the implementation of expert consulting and analytical activities.

For successful study of the course «Research methods: Track 1: Qualitative
researchy the students must have the following preliminary competences:
