The course “Development of tourist territories” is intended for students of the
training direction 43.04.02 Tourism Master's program “International Tourism &
Hospitality / in English™.

Discipline "Development of tourist territories (Development of tourist
territories)" is included in the mandatory part of the block of discipline (modules).

The total complexity of the discipline is 3 credit units, 108 hours. The
curriculum provides practical classes (36 hours), independent work of students (36
hours). Discipline is implemented on the 2nd course in 1 semester.

The “Development of tourist territories” discipline is based on the knowledge
and skills gained from studying the “Research Methods”, “Tourism Market of
Asian Pasific Countries” disciplines. , "Security and Loss Prevention in Tourism",
"Specialized Types of Tourism", "Hospitality and Turism Industry: the Theory and
Practice: Hospitality and Tourism: Theory and Practice ) ", Critical Thinking
(Critical and Project Thinking) "," Global Scientific Communication (Global
Scientific Communication) ”,* Innovations in Torism and Hospitality (Innovations
in Tourism and Hospitality) ”and allows you to prepare students for such subjects
as* Hospitality and Tourism Planning and Management ”,* Development of tourist
territories ("Development of tourist territories)”, "Tourism of Impressions
(Tourism of impressions)", "Tourism and Travel Management (Tourism and travel
organization)".

In the conditions of the powerful technogenic development of the ecosphere,
the problems of ecology and tourism economics become priorities for mankind.
Development of tourist territories (Development of tourist areas) as part of the
sustainable development of the economy is an essential component of the
management system at all levels - from the enterprise and the municipality to the

national and global economy. Development of tourist territories allows:



- for enterprises - to identify opportunities to reduce costs and the
development of new tourism markets with long-term consumption of resources.
This will increase the competitiveness of both the manufactured goods and
services, the enterprise and the development area as a whole;

- for territories (regions and countries) - to go on the path of sustainable
development, which will improve the quality of the natural environment while
preserving resources for present and future generations;

- for the biosphere - to maintain the balance of ecosystems, preserving the
biodiversity and wealth of natural resources, climatic balance, natural homeostasis
with a high level of development of the tourism economy, contributing to long-
term economic growth of the territories.

In this regard, the competencies of a modern manager include knowledge of
environmental problems of society, understanding of natural laws and the degree
of influence of human activities on natural processes, the ability to choose
management decisions and apply the principles and methods of environmental
management. This is the purpose of teaching the discipline “Development of
tourist territories” to future management masters in tourism.

Tasks:

1. To study the economic and legal conditions of interaction between
business, the market and the environment, and the patterns of interaction between
natural ecosystems and society for the development of tourist areas;

2. Explore the conceptual foundations of the organization of tourism
management at the level of regions and local destinations; prospects for the use of
new achievements of environmental science in the organization of modern
production and business in terms of the tourist priority of the development of
territories;

3. To study the main methodological approaches to the organization of
sustainable development of territories at the regional level; types, forms of
environmental and technological management, especially their manifestations in

the tourism and hotel business.



4. Formation of practical skills for the development of activities aimed at the
development of economic processes of the territory, reducing risk factors.
