Annotation to the work program of the discipline
""Research Methods "'
The Research Methods course is designed for students of the 43.04.02
Tourism ("International Tourism & Hospitality") direction.
The discipline "Research Methods" is included in the variable part of the
block "Disciplines (modules)”.

The total complexity of the discipline includes 3 credit units, 108 hours. The
curriculum contains lectures (9 hours), laboratory classes (27 hours), practical
work (18 hours), independent work of students (18 hours), including 18 hours of
preparation for the exam). Discipline is implemented on the 1st course in the 2
semester.

The discipline "Research Methods" is logically and meaningfully connected
with the disciplines of the curriculum "Hospitality and Tourism Planning and
Tourism", "Strategic Marketing in Tourism and Hospitality”, "Critical Thinking
and Research™,

The discipline "Research Methods" is based on the knowledge, skills and
abilities gained from studying the disciplines "Econometrics”, "Tourism and Travel

Management”, "Economics and Management: Adaptation Course”, "Critical




Thinking and Research", "Global Research Communication” and allows you to
prepare students for such disciplines as" Hospitality and Tourism Planning and
Management", "Specialized types of tourism”, "Tourism Market of Asian Pacific
Countries”, "Tourism and Travel Management”, "Innovations in Tourism and
Hospitality”, “Tourism of impressions”, «Strategic Marketing in Tourism and
Hospitality».

The content of the discipline consists of three sections and covers the
following range of issues:1. Directions for the development of scientific research.
Methods of search, design and development of scientific research. The main stages
of the research topic. Scientific research: the essence and features. Justification of
the relevance of the selected topic. Definition of the object and subject of study.
The choice of research methods.

2. Methods of scientific knowledge. The application of logical laws and rules.
The laws of identity, contradiction. Inference. Analogy Rule of reasoning.
Requirements of truth, consistency, sufficiency of arguments. Refutation of
arguments. The logic of the process of scientific research. Evidence.

3. Methodical design of the study and its main stages. The choice of methods,
testing hypotheses, research, formulation of conclusions. Literary design and
implementation of results in practice. The structure and content of the stages of the
research process.

The purpose of teaching the discipline of Research Methods (Research
Methods) is to develop the competencies of the modern manager in the field of
research analytics, which include knowledge of the scientific problems of the
tourism sector of the economy, the preparation of future specialists to conduct
independent specific research in the field of socio-cultural service and tourism, the
ability to choose the appropriate tools for analysis of the economic situation,
assessment of economic risks, economic forecast.

Course objectives: familiarity with the methodology of scientific research;
learning assimilation research procedures ,.

Tasks:



1. To study the main possible directions and forms of scientific research in the
sphere of social and cultural services and tourism; economic and legal conditions
for the interaction of business, the market and the environment, and patterns of
interaction between natural ecosystems and society;

2. To explore the conceptual foundations of the organization of scientific
research; specific methods of both empirical and theoretical research; prospects for
the use of new achievements of science in the organization of modern industries
and businesses;

3. To study the main methodological approaches to the organization of
scientific research, the sequence and specificity of each of its stages, the features of
the organization;

4. form scientific skills for planning, budgeting and processing the results of
scientific research.

To successfully study the Research Methods discipline, students must have
the following preliminary competencies:

» the ability to creatively adapt the achievements of foreign science,
technology and education to domestic practice, a high degree of professional
mobility;

* readiness to show leadership qualities and organize team work, to own
effective technologies for solving professional problems;

« ability to free scientific and professional communication in a foreign
language environment.
