Annotation to the work program of the discipline
“Specialized types of tourism”

The training course “Specialized types of tourism” is intended for students of
the training direction 42.04.02 Tourism Master's program “International Tourism
& Hospitality / in English”.

The discipline “Specialized types of tourism” is included in the mandatory
part of the discipline unit (modules). ”

The total complexity of the discipline is 3 credit units, 108 hours. The
curriculum provides lectures (18 hours, including MAO 18 hours), practical classes
(36 hours), independent work of students (18 hours). Discipline is implemented on
the 1 course in the 2 semester.

The discipline “““ Specialized types of tourism ”is based on the knowledge and
skills gained from studying the disciplines “Hospitality and Turism Industry: the
Theory and Practice”, “Busness Communication”, “Critical Thinking, “Global
Scientific Communication”,” Innovations in Torism and Hospitality” and allows
you to prepare students to study such disciplines as“ Hospitality and Tourism
Planning and Management”,” Development of tourist attractions”,” Ecological
Tourism ”,* Tourism of Impressions atleny»,«Tourism and Travel Management.
"The content of the discipline consists of three sections and covers the following
range of issues:

1. Theoretical foundations of specialized tourism: basic concepts, goals,
principles, methods; objects and subjects of specialized tourism and tourism
products; place of specialized species in the classification of tourism; formation of
a specialized tourism product and management of specialized tours.

2. Specialization as a factor in tourism business branding: causes and factors
of specialization. Groups of specializations: natural, extreme, religious, business,
sports, cruise, educational, medical, wedding, corporate, event tourism.

3. Designing specialized tours and features of the formation of business
processes: project development, Gantt chart, work decomposition, distribution of
responsibility. Marketing and informational support of a specialized tour:
marketing methods, features of marketing research in specialized tourism,
information bases of tourist resources and development of the territory.



The goal is a new professional field for students to master, encompassing both
general knowledge of specialized types of tourism and the basics of tourism
management for the development of a multiplicative tourism industry at the micro
level.

Tasks:

1. The study of the prospects for the use of tourism resources in the
organization of modern enterprises of the tourism industry on the basis of
diversification of resources, the definition of brand development directions;

2. ldentification of the structure of special types of tourism, characteristics of
the territories and regions of their distribution, disclosure of the peculiarities of the
practical organization of special types of tourism in certain conditions;

3. The study of economic and legal conditions for the development of tourism
business, based on the selection of brand directions, specialization; innovation;

4. ldentification of priority directions of tourism development and
development of independent design solutions in a given territory;

5. Mastering the skills of classifying types, forms, conditions, the distinction
of specialized tourism, understanding the characteristics of their manifestation in
the tourism and hotel business;

6. Mastering the main methods of organizing sustainable tourism
development

7. Generation of ideas and mastering the practical skills of developing tours in
a selected territory, making optimal decisions oriented towards the sustainable
development of tourism as an industry with the least technogenic impact on the
distinction.
