Abstract of the work program of the discipline

“Quality control in merchandising”

Educational course “Quality control in merchandising” is designed for the
students of the training program 38.03.07 Merchandising.

The discipline “Quality control in merchandising” refers to the mandatory
disciplines of the variable part of the block “Disciplines (modules)”.

The total workload of the discipline is 3 credits, 108 hours.

The curriculum provides lectures (18 hours), practices (36 hours, including
18 hours for active learning methods), independent work of students (54 hours,
including 36 hours for exam preparation) for intramural form of study; the
discipline is designed for the 3-year students, 5 semester.

The curriculum provides lectures (6 hours), practices (12 hours, including
4 hours for active learning methods), independent work of students (90 hours,
including 9 hours for exam preparation) for extramural form of study; the
discipline is designed for the 3-year students.

The discipline “Quality control in merchandising” is based on the knowledge,
skills and abilities gained from studying the disciplines “Foreign language”,
“Information technologies in professional activity”, “The life cycle of
commodities”, “Safety of commodities”, “Regulation of production and circulation
of goods”, “Standardization, Certification and Confirmation of Compliance”,
“Information support of merchandising and Commodities examination”,
“Commodity information”, and allows to prepare students for a number of
disciplines such as “Project Activities”, “Objects of technical regulation of
products made from vegetable raw materials”, “Objects of technical regulation of
products made from animal raw materials™, “Objects of technical regulation of
aquaculture”, “Customs Expertise”, “Objects of technical regulation of light
industry goods”, “Customs control of jewelry and perfumery and cosmetic
products”, “Objects of technical regulation of household goods”, “Identification

and Falsification of Consumer Products”, “Bioavailability of Non-Food Products”,



“Examination of products from genetically modified objects”, “Examination of
combined goods and functional foods”, “Export control of non-food products”,
“Export control of petroleum and its products”, “Objects of technical regulation of
non-food products™, “Technical regulation of edible fats”, “Technical regulation of
baby food products”.

The content of the discipline consists of two sections and covers the following
range of issues: basic concepts (quality, quality requirements, property, quality
indicator, nomenclature of consumer properties and goods indicators) and the
regulatory framework in the field of product quality; the concept and stages of
assessing the quality of goods, gradations of quality, incompliance and defects of
goods, actions to prevent and eliminate them; methods for determining the quality
of goods; quality control of goods, its place and value in the assessment of
compliance; types of test and control, its phere of application; quality control and
number of commercial batch; basics of commodity examination, its classification;
types of product expertise and their characteristics; organization of commodity
examination.

The purpose is to provide students with the necessary practical knowledge in
the field of quality control of consumer goods that will help them in solving issues
related to their professional activities.

Tasks:

« facilitate to capturing basic concepts in the field of quality control and
examination of goods and the ability to apply them in practice;

e contribute to the ability to work with legislation, technical regulations,
standards, technical conditions and other regulatory documents when conducting
control of quality and the number of consignments, commodities examination;

o form the ability to use methods of assessing the quality of consumer
products to diagnose defects, identify dangerous, low-quality, falsified and
counterfeit products; to establish the causes of non-conformities and to take actions
to prevent and eliminate them;

e contribute to the development of skills to monitor compliance with the

requirements for labeling, packaging, quality indicators, conditions and periods of
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storage, transportation and sale of consumer goods;

e contribute to the development of skills for organizing and conducting
quality and quantity control of commodity lots and consumer goods examination.

For successful study of the discipline “Quality control in merchandising” the
students should:

 Dbe able to work with the bills of lading, to monitor the conditions and terms
of goods delivery, arrange the documentation for the accounting trade transactions,
use modern information technologies in commercial activities, to inventory of
material assets;
