Having been both foreign minister and ambassador, | have seen the problem of
ambassadorial appointments from the side of both those who make the
appointments and those who receive them. | have been in a position to judge when
and how ambassadors fall flat on their face, and why some distinguish themselves.
| believe there is one common denominator for the performance of superior
ambassadors, and that is skill in communication. It is communication of a very
special kind, which must be learned, but without the basic aptitude for
communication an ambassador cannot be successful in his manifold tasks.
Contrary to the traditional image of an ambassador as a highly polished individual
who is so circumspect in what he says that it requires a special talent (allegedly
found only in other diplomats) to figure out what he is communicating, | have
found that plain speaking is an essential ingredient for a diplomat's success. He
must of course be tactful and sometimes artful in the way he communicates, but the
message must come through clearly and precisely. Articulateness in explaining,
reporting, defending, and discussing information on his country's position and
other matters is, to my mind, essential.

For communication among diplomats is a two-way street: one cannot expect to
obtain much information unless one is able and willing to convey information. The
ambassador with whom everyone wants to talk is the one who is interesting to talk
with. This was especially true, | think, of the men whom the United States sent out
to foreign countries in the earliest days of the republic, when they were statesmen
who had been among the decision makers in their own capital and "men of the
world" who moved easily among the decision makers of other countries.

It will be seen from the above that | am not necessarily critical of the custom of the
United States to choose some people for ambassadorial positions who are not
professional diplomats - but | believe such persons must have unusual stature in
order to be successful, they must be well-read, well-spoken, they must have a
thorough knowledge of international affairs, and they must be persons of
cosmopolitan tastes and attitudes. Provincialism, ethnocentricity, inability to
understand nuances in foreign countries, and the belief that one's own country is
the best in everything-these are handicaps which, after a certain age, no amount of
training or experience can overcome.

In my own country, which has a relatively small foreign service with only a limited
intake of new officers every year, almost every diplomat can expect to become an
ambassador. This has its advantages and disadvantages. Among the advantages is
that our diplomats need not be afraid that their career will be in ruins if they make
a mistake, and that they can consequently be innovative. Among the disadvantages
Is that there is too little selection of the best people and a consequent tendency on
the part of some of our ambassadors to become bureaucratic. Yet excessive
competitiveness can also be a liability, as | have seen in the case of diplomats who
came from an environment where they had to claw their way to the top: they
became competitive also with their peers, both within their service and with their



diplomatic colleagues of other countries. Diplomacy requires effective habits of
cooperation.

The United United States

To start by, this text deals with the history of colonizing North America by the first
settlers starting from the 16™ century up to the present day.

Firstly, the start of permanent settlement of North America began in the 16™ century
when English people landed in Roanoke Island. Three groups of people were sent to North
America in 1585, 1587 and 1590. Two groups of sailors successfully came back to England,
however, the 2" group had all vanished and that mystery had never been solved.

Later, in 1607 the Northern area of America was called New England. The year of 1620
when the Pilgrim Fathers sailed in the Mayflower became the symbol of the origins of the
new country. Those fathers who survived the harsh winter of 1621 with the help of friendly
Indians founded a town named Plymouth not far from modern Boston.

Afterwards, in the 18" century the first thirteen colonies of about 4 min. people were
organized along the eastern coast of North America and in 1783 they became independent
from Great Britain as the result of the War of Independence against Great Britain.

Moreover, the settlers from the East Coast pushed forward to the western territories
and by 1853 the US had gained the total western part of the country by purchase, conquest
and treaty. Louisiana, Florida and Alaska were bought from France, Spain and Russia in
the 19" century. The Hawaiian Islands were annexed in 1898.

However, while colonizing the western areas settlers had to solve the problem of their
relations with the Indians. The solution took various forms of war, agreements and deceit.
As a result, some Indians had to live in reservations, and some Indians had to assimilate
into the American community.

On top of that, the unity of the country was threatened when eleven Southern states left
the Union over the slavery issue and formed Confederacy in 1860. The civil war that
followed lasted for 4 years and ended in victory for the North.

And finally, today the USA consists in 50 states with the population of over 325 min.
people. The Southern part of North America belongs to the USA. It is supposed to be a



democratic country with representatives of so many nations who came over to live here in
pursuit of an American dream.

TunoBble npuMepbI 1€JI0BBIX U POJIEBBIX UIP:

1. Role —play: Explain Yourself!

Students are divided into two groups. The first group takes the role cards of
politicians who are running for a mayor of the town. The second group are
journalists who are eager of asking tricky questions. Each student from the first
group makes a brief presentation of himself/herself trying to convince voters that
he/she is the best candidate for the post. The tasks of the journalists are to ask
questions to embarrass the contenders.

Examples of embarrassing questions:



According to your bank you can’t pay your credits.

One of your friends revealed that you’re a member of Anonymous Overeaters.

Two days ago you were seen in the park. You were sitting on a tree laughing!,
etc.

2. Role-game: Setting the agenda for negotiation:

Students work in a group of two to consider what negotiation expert Leigh
Thompson has to say about setting the agenda for a negotiation. Why do you think
she warns against “the laundry list” approach?

You’re going to set one of the most challenging negotiations of a political
agreement of all time! Turn to an extra card for your instructions.

In pairs you decide who is going to be the foreign minister of RF and who is
going to be his counterpart from Spain. Each person makes a list of the points they
want to discuss during the negotiation and draft a provisional agenda for the
meeting: what their priorities are; what facts and figures they will need to discuss;
what terms they will accept and what guarantees they will require. Consider the
terms of the final negotiation and agreement.

In a negotiation, players follow an agenda explicitly or implicitly. Most
commonly, negotiators discuss the issues in one-by-one, “laundry list” fashion.

3. Role-game: Meeting of Cabinet Ministers

This is a meeting of Cabinet Ministers where all the students will become
ministers. All of them will have to select a ministry they would like to represent.
Each of them will have to propose an idea which falls under the domain of their
ministry to the group. The idea can be silly or serious. For example, the minister of
Health might propose a tax on junk food or a mandatory exercise routine for
everyone over a certain weight, etc. Students are given 1-2 minutes to get ready.
When ready, students present their ideas, along with their reasoning to the class.
Other ‘ministers’ ask questions and present their own to the class. The process
continues until all ministers have presented their proposals.
