Basic part of Block 1, 8 credits. The complexity is 288 academic hours, of
which 144 hours of practical training and 144 hours of independent work; 36 hours is
devoted to exam preparation. Training is carried out in the 3rd and 4th semesters, the
2nd course.

Course description: the discipline covers a range of issues related to the
formation, use and development of communication skills in the professional and
scientific fields necessary for the development of foreign experience in the studied and
related fields, as well as for further self-education. Filling thematic. Topics are built on
the degree of complexity of lexical and grammatical material. Mastering the English for
Specific Purpose discipline is carried out in parallel with professional-oriented
disciplines, which provides the ability to match the necessary professional and business

vocabulary.

Training exercises in the framework of this discipline are communicative in
nature. A distinctive feature are exercises that develop critical thinking skills and

encourage the construction of reasoned statements, which leads to the formation of



academic skills necessary for studying in foreign universities and for intercultural
communication in international communities, regardless of the professional

specialization of the participants.
