Text Suitability?

1

1. To promote tourism and market destination, it is important to study the tourists’
attitude, behaviour and demand. The studies of Levitt (1986) and Kotler and




Armstrong (1994) suggest that an understanding of consumer behaviour may help
with the marketing planning process in tourism marketing. The research of consumer
behaviour is the key to the underpinning of all marketing activity which is carried
out to develop, promote and sell tourism products (Swarbrooke and Horner, 1999;
Asad, 2005). Therefore, the study of consumer behaviour has become necessary for
the sake of tourism marketing.

2. The romance of travel has always fascinated me, and our recent trip to Thailand
lived up to expectations. We flew from Gatwick and after a comfortable flight
arrived in Bangkok just as the sun was rising. Our stay in the city lasted only a couple
of days before we set off for the hill country around Chang Mai, where we were
planning to visit some of the indigenous tribes who live in this mountainous region.
When we arrived the weather was rather disappointing, but after a day the heavy rain
gave way to sparkling clear sunshine.

3. Holiday trips to the Antarctica have quadrupled in the past decade and last year
more than 46,000 people visited the land mass and surrounding oceans. However,
safety fears and concerns about the impact visitors are having on the delicate frozen
landscape have soared and members of the Antarctic Treaty—an agreement between
28 nations, including the UK, on the use of the continent—are now meeting to discuss
ways to regulate tourism. British officials are seeking to establish a ‘strategic
agreement for tourism’ around the South Pole. If successful, it will see treaty
members introduce new measures to improve the safety of tourist trips, while also
reducing the impact that visitors will have on the environment. The regulations could
see limits on the number of ships and landings, restrictions on how close they come
to shore, a ban on building tourist facilities and hotels on the continent, and rules on
waste discharges from ships.

4. Equally, from a political perspective, the nature of state involvement in and
policies for tourism is dependent on both the political- economic structures and the
prevailing political ideology in the destination state, with comparisons typically
made between market-led and centrally planned economies. For example, the
Thatcher—Reagan-inspired neo- liberalism of the 1980s, and the subsequent focus on
privatisation and the markets in many Western nations contrasted starkly with the
then centrally planned tourism sectors in the former Eastern Europe (Buckley and
Witt, 1990; Hall, 1991). At the same time, of course, it has also long been recognised
that the political-economic relationship of one nation with another or with the wider
international community (that is, the extent of political-economic dependency) may
represent a significant influence on tourism development (Telfer, 2002). Thus, in
short, tourism planning and development in the destination tends to reflect both the



structures and political ideologies of the state and its international political-
economic relations.

2. Compare these two texts on a pharmaceutical company. Which is the more
reliable?

A. Our success is based on a commitment to discovery, finding new ideas that are
inspired by life and which in turn help to inspire the lives of our stakeholders. We
discover new medicines that are designed to improve the health and quality of life
of patients around the world — medicines which are innovative, effective and which
offer added benefits such as reduced side effects or better ways of taking the
treatment. We also focus on getting the best from every medicine we make by
exploring all the ways it can be used or improved. With a global business comes a
global responsibility for consistently high standards of behaviour worldwide. We
aim to effectively manage that responsibility and help to find new ways of bringing
benefit to society to ensure that Medmax continues to be welcomed as a valued
member of the global community.

B. Recent trading results from Medmax show an apparently healthy position, with
pre-tax profit rising by 24 per cent and total revenues up 5 per cent. These figures,
however, were inflated by some one-off gains, such as a $152 million sale of swine
flu vaccine to the US government. Sales of the ZX high blood pressure drug also
increased sharply due to its main rival being temporarily off the market due to safety
concerns. Costs were very significantly lower in the last quarter, falling 14 per cent,
due to productivity improvements. The anti-cholesterol drug Somar also sold very
well, becoming the market leader, but there are concerns that a pending US court
case may soon challenge Medmax’s patent on this product.

The Internet VVersus Democracy

In an era of mounting social and political instability in the United States, internet-
enabled connectivity is powerfully amplifying an increasingly polarized national
discourse. The resulting vulnerability was brought into painfully sharp focus on
January 6.

NEW HAVEN - Plenty has been said, and rightfully so, about the violent
insurrection at the US Capitol on January 6. Politicians are grappling with issues of
legal and moral accountability. But the horrific events also touch on a critical
contradiction of modern societies: the internet’s role as an instrument of
democracy’s destruction.

It was not supposed to be this way. The internet’s open architecture has long been
extolled by cyber-libertarian futurists as a powerful new democratizing force.
Information is free and available instantaneously — and anyone can now vote with a
mere click. The rapid expansion of the public square is offered as exhibit A. Internet
penetration went from 1% to 87% of the US population from 1990 to 2018, far
outstripping the surge in the world as a whole from zero to 51% over the same period.
The United States, the world’s oldest democracy, led the charge in embracing new
technologies of empowerment.The problem, of course, lies in internet governance —
namely, the absence of rules. Even as we extol the virtues of the digital world, to say
nothing of the acceleration of digitization during the COVID-19 pandemic, the dark
side has become impossible to ignore. The Western model of open-ended
connectivity has given rise to platforms for trade in illicit drugs, pornography, and
pedophilia. It has also fueled political extremism, social polarization, and now
attempted insurrection. The virtues of cyber-libertarianism have become inseparable
from its vices.The Chinese model provides a stark contrast. Its censorship-intensive
approach to internet governance is anathema to free societies. The state (or the
Communist Party) not only restricts public discourse but favors surveillance over
privacy. For China, governance is all about social, economic, and, ultimately,
political stability. As a self-proclaimed bastion of democracy, America obviously
doesn’t see it that way. Censorship of any sort is viewed with abject scorn.Yet scorn
IS a good way — to put it mildly — to describe most Americans’ reaction to the deadly
assault on the US Capitol. Internet-enabled social and political mobilization — first
evident in Iran’s 2009 Green Movement and then in the Arab Spring of 2011 — has
now struck at the heart of America.

Obviously, there is a major difference: Protesting citizens in authoritarian Iran and
Arab countries were on the outside looking in, yearning for democracy. In the US,
the attack on the citadel of democracy came from within, sparked by the president

himself. This raises important questions about America’s own stability imperatives
—and the failures of internet governance in revealing them.

US digital platforms — from Twitter and Facebook to Apple and Google — have taken
matters into their own hands. Breaching a once sacrosanct line, they have closed
down the insurrectionist-in-chief, Donald Trump. Yet this one-off reaction is hardly
a substitute for governance. Understandably, there are great misgivings about
entrusting corporate leaders with the fundamental task of protecting democracy.But
that is not the only line that has been crossed in the US. As Shoshanna Zuboff shows
in The Age of Surveillance Capitalism, the business models of Google, Amazon,
and Facebook are based on the use of digital technology to gather and monetize
personal data. This blurs the distinction between cyber-libertarianism and Chinese-
style surveillance, and it highlights the essence of the privacy issue — proprietary
ownership of personal data.The COVID-19 crisis offers yet another perspective on
surveillance and privacy. Here, too, China and the US bookend the debate. China’s
response to the first sign of outbreaks — including the current one in Hebei province
— stresses aggressive lockdowns, mandatory testing and masking, and QR-code app-
based contact tracing. In the US, these are all matters of contentious political debate,
viewed by many as unacceptable transgressions in a free and open society.At one
level, China’s results speak for themselves. There have been only minor outbreaks
following the initial surge in Wuhan. Unfortunately, America’s second wave — far
worse than the initial carnage in the spring of 2020 — also speaks for itself.Yet, as a
recent Pew Research survey indicates, fully 40-50% of the American public still
resist the discipline of science-based practices such as mobile contact tracing and
engagement with public health officials. Couple that with significant opposition to
vaccines and there is reason to believe that core tenets of democratic freedom are
being twisted into an excuse to ignore the perils of COVID-109.

Whether or not we want to admit it, the aspirations and values of the so-called
originalist interpretation of American democracy are being challenged as never
before. The insurrection of January 6 and the pandemic share one critical
implication: the potential breakdown of order in a free society. It’s not that China
has it right. It’s that we may have it wrong. Unfortunately, today’s hyper-
polarization makes it exceedingly difficult to find a middle ground.

Barack Obama cautioned in his final speech as president that, “Our democracy is
threatened whenever we take it for granted.” Yet isn’t that exactly what America has
been doing? In a decade punctuated by the global financial crisis, the COVID-19
crisis, a racial-justice crisis, an inequality crisis, and now a political crisis, we have
only paid lip service to lofty democratic ideals. Sadly, this complacency has come
at a time of growing fragility for the American experiment. Internet-enabled
connectivity is dangerously amplifying an increasingly polarized national discourse
in an era of mounting social and political instability. The resulting vulnerability was
brought into painfully sharp focus on January 6. The stewardship of democracy is at
grave risk.

China’s culture still has limited appeal, its
values mostly fail to reflect the country’s image and reputation abroad, and its

foreign policy is seen with skepticism at best — and as hegemonic at worst. Thus, it
is legitimate to ask whether China’s ‘charm offensive’ is losing momentum.
Following its phenomenal economic growth over the past few decades, most of
China’s appeal resides in this successful story, especially in the eyes of developing
countries. However, the process is still in the making. Although tens of millions of
citizens have been lifted from poverty, fears of falling into the middle-income trap
are present, along with domestic problems such as an aging population and concerns
about a sustainable innovation pace. More broadly, it is fair to say that China’s soft
power heavily relies on its economic clout.

In his oft-quoted book Charm Offensive: How China’s Soft Power Is Transforming
the World, Joshua Kurlantzick was one of the first to point out that China conceives
soft power in a broader way. Through international aid and assistance, the country
has been blurring the boundaries between soft and economic power. Similarly, John
Wong observed that China is building its economic soft power. This includes skillful
economic diplomacy and is exemplified by major regional trade agreements or
expanded official development assistance (ODA) towards cooperation. David
Shambaugh, one of the foremost China experts, claimed that the strongest instrument
in Beijing’s soft power toolbox is money.

After months of staying holed up in the Forbidden City, Mr. Xi finally ventured to
Wuhan, the epicenter of the virus, to declare victory over the virus as all the
makeshift hospitals have been closed. Yet no one knows if Beijing’s claims that new
indigenous cases are slowing down are true or not, given long-standing doubt about
the veracity of any official Chinese statistics, and the party’s failure to act in the
early days of the coronavirus. The communist government instead is claiming that
it has largely controlled the epidemic, even as it suspiciously now blames “foreign
arrivals” for new cases of virus. Leaked video from China shows huge lines at a
hospital in Chongging, for example, raising questions about just what is happening
around the country.

What Beijing cares about is clear from its sustained war on global public opinion.

Chinese state media is praising the government’s “effective,
responsible governance," but the truth is that Beijing is culpable for the spread of
the pathogen around China and the world.

A. So what will change once this crisis is finally over? For America, if President
Trump is re-elected it is difficult to see any improvement. A victory would further
entrench his nativist, screw-the-rest-of-the-world approach where it’s everyone for
themselves—a new international law of the jungle. National borders would become
tighter. Protectionism would become the global norm rather than the exception,
oblivious to the lessons of the 1930s. Global output could actually continue to shrink.
Moreover, America would increasingly withdraw from the multilateral institutions
that it created in the 1940s at Bretton Woods and San Francisco, or else render them
impotent. That would turn the UN, the World Trade Organisation (WTO) and the
World Bank (although probably not the International Monetary Fund) into Potemkin
villages—a bit like the League of Nations’ curious decision to continue meeting after
the German invasion of Poland, then France and then Russia. If the Democrats win,
they would need to marshal the domestic political will to sustain a new, pragmatic,
Rooseveltian internationalism. They would need to re-convince the American public
of the enduring lessons of Versailles and Pearl Harbour: that national interests are
enhanced, not undermined, by leading an effective multilateral system. This would
need to be accompanied by major, substantive reform and re-investment to create a
more effective multilateral system. It cannot simply be a return to the failed practices
of the past with the continued triumph of process over outcome. Where implosion s
occur, President Biden should fully harness the G20 (which came into its own in
2008, under George W. Bush, a Republican) to smash through on pandemic
management, climate change, trade reform and global macroeconomic management.
2020 represents the “Last Chance Saloon” for American global leadership.

B. China, too, is divided between nationalists and globalists. Some Chinese officials
have crudely sought to blame the American military for the outbreak in Wuhan.
Others have tried to keep open the lines of global collaboration. Beijing’s hardheads
know the coronavirus has compounded the damage to China’s economy from earlier
domestic policy settings hostile to the private sector, and from the trade war with
America. The virus will result in China’s worst economic performance since the
Cultural Revolution of 1966-76. China’s global standing has also taken a big hit.
The idea that China could step into the breach left by Mr Trump by comprehensively



providing the global public goods now needed (such as global economic and
financial leadership, reform of the WTO, enhanced WHO independence or radical
climate-change action) remains fanciful. China will continue exploiting tactically
any political vacuum left by the Americans. But it is simply inconsistent with
Beijing’s political playbook, as well as China’s perception of its still-limited national
capabilities, for it to assume sweeping global leadership or drive an effective
multilateral order that was not simply a direct expression of China’s own national
interests and hierarchical values. And that leaves to one side the likely reactions from
the rest of the world, both developed and developing, against any direct assertion of
Chinese global leadership.

Understanding the world China seeks to create by 2049, when the PRC turns 100.
By Bradley A. Thayer and John M. Friend

Inevitably as China becomes more powerful and influential in international relations,
Beijing will fundamentally change the international system created by the United
States and the Cold War. The key question for international politics is what kind of
world does China seek to create by 2049 — the centenary of the People’s Republic
of China (PRC). Will China sustain the present liberal system or forge another
anchored on its ambitions, culture, and desires? Millennia of Chinese history
strongly suggests the latter. In this essay, we illuminate China’s model of global
governance and touch upon its derivative economic and political features.

Conceiving of what type of world China will create is significant for three reasons.
First, it is critical for the United States to understand so that the full scope of China’s
strategic ambitions and direction may be understood. Second, as China grows in
power and influence, it is essential to comprehend what China will sustain of the
present global order versus what it will replace. U.S. decision-makers should expect
that the world China would like to create by 2049 will be fundamentally different.
The economic order will be a curious mix of hyper-capitalism and neomercantilism.
The political order will be authoritarian. Third, understanding China’s ambition and
grand strategic objectives allows the United States to develop policies and undertake
measures to thwart them. Whether the United States can maintain its position as the
pre-eminent force for free and open societies in the face of a rising challenge from
China is likely to be a defining element of international politics in the 21st century
and is of immediate U.S. national security policy interest.

The world by 2049 will be defined by the realization of Chinese power. China will
be the world’s greatest economic and political force, including alliances and global



presence. While its power will make it the dominant state in international politics,
the central issue is how China will use its power. Will China join the liberal world
order or will it transform Western rules, norms, and institutions?

China’s grand strategic vision is primacy — China will and should be the dominant
force in international politics. China’s vision is defined by Xi Jinping’s phrase “One
World, One Dream,” which is a modern form of tianxia, or “all under heaven.” This
concept serves as the foundation of China’s imperial ideology — the Chinese
conception of how the world should be ordered.

The concept of “all under heaven” is the genesis of the Chinese worldview with
respect to how China ought to be ruled, its position in international politics, and the
subordinate role required of other states. It implies, first, an ethnic Han polity, which
IS inherently authoritarian. Second, it requires that a single powerful monarch, the
Chinese emperor (“Son of Heaven”) should rule the entire civilized world — which
by definition should be unified under the emperor’s control so that disorder and
chaos may be avoided, and reason and just rule may triumph.

The fundamental ideas and values that forged China’s political culture remain today.
What China will want in 2049 dovetails with what China wants today or wanted in
its imperial past. There is a profound continuity in the Chinese worldview, its
imperial ideology, including why its political leaders sincerely believe its
domination provides the best outcome for its denizens and for all states in
international politics. For most of its history, China was the epitome of power and
held a dominant position in East Asia. Its relationship with neighboring countries
was based on a hierarchical tribute system that provided China will vast amounts of
power, influence, and prestige. Thus, we can appreciate why a resurgent China with
an emboldened leadership desires to recapture a modern form of this position.

China’s Economic Goals
In the economic realm, China is actively seeking to replace the liberal principles of
the Washington Consensus with its own development model. A curious

amalgamation of hyper-capitalism with neomercantilist policies, the “China Model”
offers subsidized development to developing countries with no strings attached. This
model is advanced as “value neutral,” as it does not require governments to adopt
democratic principles or uphold basic human rights.

Beijing’s implementation of this model will follow a two-track process that has both
short-term and long-term objectives. In the short term, China will work within the
present international trade regime, support established norms, and continue to
maneuver within this system to accomplish its foreign policy objectives, which are
primarily dependent on maintaining economic development and trade. Since the
economic reforms of the Deng Xiaoping era, China has accepted many of the norms
and rules of the liberal world order, joining the World Trade Organization (WTO)
for example, and, over time, become more involved in key international
organizations, such as the United Nations. This initial embrace of multilateralism
was a combination of choice and necessity, as China’s economic development was
dependent upon global integration, expanding its political influence, and developing
its soft power.

At the moment, Beijing is unable to overturn completely Western rules and
institutions, as it does not have the capacity or incentive to transform the existing
international order. Therefore, in the near term, China will continue to work within
the Western-led multilateral institutions and tout its support for the established order.
Beijing’s short-term strategy is to maintain the system that has made possible its
economic growth and minimize resistance to its actions until its replacement is fully
functioning. By not directly challenging the global economic order, Beijing is able
to sustain the “peaceful rise” ruse and attract the strong support of many Western
academics and policymakers who believe that China will never replace the system
responsible for its success.

China will continue to embrace multilateralism and become more involved in
international institutions like the WTO. However, while accomplishing these goals,
Beijing will simultaneously develop Chinese-led economic institutions like the
Asian Infrastructure Investment Bank (AlIB) and the Belt and Road Initiative (BRI),
which Chinese political elite argue uphold and deepen liberal values and principles.
In the long term, by the PRC’s centenary, as it becomes more powerful and the
United States declines in influence, Beijing will push for reforms that promote
hyper-capitalism and minimize liberal democratic principles within Western-led
international institutions. As more countries join Chinese-led institutions, Beijing
will be able to use its economic power as leverage to persuade — through a
combination of sticks and carrots — Western and non-Western governments to
support and adopt these reforms. Despite China’s rapid opening to international
trade, Beijing will continue to pursue a dirigiste model and neomercantilist policies.



In this regard, China’s involvement in multilateral institutions is purely strategic.
Beijing seeks to mute threat perception and establish a network of economic
relations that it can use as leverage and a means to advance its own foreign policy
agenda. As China rises, Beijing’s call for hyper-capitalism will be overshadowed by
its mercantilist tendencies and cultural chauvinism.

Employing neomercantilist tactics when convenient, Beijing has, on many
occasions, used economic power to coerce and punish states that directly or
indirectly challenge its authority, security interests, and foreign policies. For
example, in response to the installation of the U.S. Terminal High Altitude Area
Defense (THAAD) system in South Korea, Beijing strongly encouraged its citizens
to boycott South Korean companies, such as Hyundai, AmorePacific, and Lotte, and
implemented a ban on tour groups visiting the country, all of which significantly
impacted the South Korean economy and forced Seoul to negotiate with Beijing.
By 2049, Western-led institutions will remain, but their liberal principles will be
diluted by reforms required by Beijing. As China’s economic power increases and
more countries in both the developed and developing world become dependent on
Chinese trade and investment, Beijing will use its economic statecraft to pressure
countries to downplay or abandon their democratic values and liberal policies. At
same time, Chinese-created and led institutions will have weakened traditional
institutions, as over the long term China will find it easier to advance its domination
through its own institutions.

China’s Political Objectives

In the political domain, China seeks the triumph of authoritarianism in international
politics. In the past, China’s view of international relations was based on hierarchy
and status. Today, this hierarchical perception remains. Chinese paternalism shapes
Beijing’s relations with countries perceived as inferior, be it China’s heavy-
handedness in the South China Sea or its business practices in Africa and Latin
America. Such behavior also suggests that China sees itself as the hegemon of Asia
and, as a result, is sensitive to foreign influence in the region and quick to respond
aggressively to territorial disputes with neighboring countries. China’s imperial
ideology can be clearly seen in statements made by President Xi Jinping on the
“Chinese Dream,” particularly his emphasis on “the great rejuvenation of the
Chinese nation” and developing “socialism with Chinese characteristics.” In fact,
Xi’s consolidation of power within the Chinese Communist Party (CCP) following
the 19th National Congress in October 2017, along with the comparison of “Xi
Jinping Thought” with Deng’s and Mao’s thought among Chinese intellectuals and
party officials, has many China watchers rightfully concerned that Xi is becoming
too powerful.

IIpumep 3apanus:

Read the interview of Emmanuel Macron to the Economist. Make accurate
interpretation summarizing the main points.

The Economist: We were all struck by the very sombre tone of your recent speech
at the ambassadors’ conference. You began on an almost existential note about
the future of Europe; you spoke of Europe’s possible disappearance. Aren’t you
over-dramatising the situation? Why such a bleak vision of Europe’s future?

Emmanuel Macron: I don’t believe I’'m over-dramatising things, I’m trying to be
lucid. But just look at what is happening in the world. Things that were unthinkable
five years ago. To be wearing ourselves out over Brexit, to have Europe finding it so
difficult to move forward, to have an American ally turning its back on us so quickly
on strategic issues; nobody would have believed this possible. How did Europe come
into existence? I’m trying to face the facts. Personally, I think Europe is a miracle. This
continent has the greatest geographical concentration of cultural and linguistic
diversity. Which explains why, for almost two millennia, Europe was rocked by
constant civil wars. And over the past 70 years we’ve achieved a minor geopolitical,
historical and civilisational miracle: a political equation free of hegemony which
permits peace. And this is due to the fact that Europe experienced one of the most brutal
conflicts, the most brutal in its entire history, and, | would say, reached its lowest ebb
in the 20th century.

Europe was built on this notion that we would pool the things we had been fighting
over: coal and steel. It then structured itself as a community, which is not merely a
market, it’s a political project. But a series of phenomena have left us on the edge of a
precipice. In the first place, Europe has lost track of its history. Europe has forgotten
that it is a community, by increasingly thinking of itself as a market, with expansion as
its end purpose. This is a fundamental mistake, because it has reduced the political
scope of its project, essentially since the 1990s. A market is not a community. A



community is stronger: it has notions of solidarity, of convergence, which we’ve lost,
and of political thought.

Moreover, Europe was basically built to be the Americans’ junior partner. That was
what lay behind the Marshall Plan from the beginning. And this went hand in hand
with a benevolent United States, acting as the ultimate guarantor of a system and of a
balance of values, based on the preservation of world peace and the domination of
Western values. There was a price to pay for that, which was NATO and support to the
European Union. But their position has shifted over the past 10 years, and it hasn’t only
been the Trump administration. You have to understand what is happening deep down
in American policy-making. It’s the idea put forward by President Obama: “I am a
Pacific president™.

So the United States were looking elsewhere, which was in fact very astute from their
point of view at the time: they were looking at China and the American continent.
President Obama then theorised it as a geopolitical strategy of trading blocs, signed
treaties and withdrew from the Middle East, saying: “This is no longer my
neighbourhood policy”. But that then created a problem and a weakness: the 2013-
2014 crisis, the failure to intervene in response to the use of chemical weapons in Syria,
which was already the first stage in the collapse of the Western bloc. Because at that
point, the major regional powers said to themselves: “the West is weak™. Things that
had already begun implicitly became apparent in recent years.

Economic cooperation with modern China: work in progress

While China’s transformation to market started in the eighties with Deng Xiao Ping’s
decision to turn the economy into a ‘socialist market economy’, Russia, before, during



and after Gorbachev’s inconclusive perestroika, ignored the tremendous changes at her
eastern borders.

In agricultural China, the process of transformation was marked at its inception by
Chinese features: on the one side, liberalization of agriculture, farming and rural
handicrafts, on the other, regulated openness to foreign investments. Large scale
industry and banking remained under state control. These changes, together with
further economic liberalisation, would take in a few decades China to the status of a
dynamic world economy and a major strategic actor in the process of globalisation that
the country was able to exploit to her advantage.

In industrialised Russia transformation to market was painful and systemic change
deeper. While Soviet-type industry was slow to adapt to market and the debt burden
inherited from the past constrained government policy, the resource-base of the
economy strengthened (Malle, 2008). Economic recovery after the 1998 financial crisis
was robustly helped by high commodity and hydrocarbon prices and demand from fast
growing Europe. Russia’s economic dependence from Europe increased
spontaneously, helped by proximity of their relatively more developed regions and
transport infrastructure.

Different transformation trajectories and market opportunities help explain why trade
with China remained subdued for a long time despite two-digit growth in China after
entry into the WTO in 2001 and robust growth in Russia. Russia’s interest in China
changed after the economic breakdown caused by the 2008 crisis and the successive
collapse of commodity and energy prices. From 2008 China became the first trade
partner for Russia replacing Germany. Slow and uncertain recovery after the crisis
increased the perception of economic fragility among policy makers.

The 2008-2009 crisis was a cold shower for Russia. Not only the 7 percent annual
growth from 2000 to mid-2008 that was hoped to bring about the doubling of the
economy in ten years was interrupted, but subsequent developments proved that it
could hardly be restored unless fundamental changes capable of upgrading and
diversifying the economic structure intervened. Along a major policy rethinking forced
by events and contrasting options regarding priorities, Russia’s turn eastwards gained
steam. President Putin’s 7 May 2012 Edicts are an obligatory reference when marking
the inception of a new approach to development and growth. Within this approach the
focus fell on China as a privileged partner for trade and investment.
