Study of memory... In which ways do historians approach this topic? For many
historians Maurice Halbwachs writings on collective memory represent the most
significant starting-points for approaching memory of the past. Translated into
English as On Collective Memory, Halbwachs' pathbreaking book Les cadres
sociaux de la memoire (1925) had an almost immediate effect for historical study.
His ideas, as Alon Confino has pointed out, were picked up by the founders of the
Annales School, Lucien Febvre and Marc Bloch, to whom he developed 'a close
professional friendship'. The notion of collective memory has since proven fruitful
for newer generations of historians who seek to understand history not just in terms
of high politics, diplomacy and economics, also as one of the attitudes profoundly
connected to particular images of the past. There is, in other words, no point or
period in history which itself is not influenced by previous history. This observation
is self-evident on one level: clearly, we live in a world which is the product of
centuries of evolution. But the study of collective memory is more interested in how
certain understandings of what came before - regardless of the accuracy of such
views - inform, underpin and reinforce thinking, action and reaction in the present.

In recent decades we have tended to think about the presence of the past in
terms of representation, but presence might be considered from within an emerging
new paradigm that offers a viable alternative to representation. To show this I will
consider the spatial dimension of presence — a presence that is in front of me, a
presence of things. | will claim that, while a turn from representation to presence
marks a change in our focus of attention, it is not necessarily an alternative to
representation. Attending to presence reflects a need for concrete actions when
merely intellectual considerations fail to effect changes in the world. Thus, I will
focus my attention on the material presence of the past—on things. | am trying to
rethink the material aspect of traces of the past in a context other than semiotics,
discourse theory, or representation theory, and to focus the analysis of those traces
on an aspect that is marginalized or neglected by traditional notions of the source.

That is, | mean to focus on the materiality and thingness of the trace rather than
on its textuality and content. | believe that the future (and the future of thinking about
the past) depends on whether and how various scholars interested in the past
(historians and archaeologists but also anthropologists, sociologists, and artists)



manage to modify their understanding of the material remnants of the past, that is,
things as well as human, animal, and plant remains. Questions concerning the status
of relics from the past, relations between the human and the nonhuman, the organic
and the inorganic, between people and things and among things themselves, are of
fundamental importance not only for reconceptualizing the study of the past, but also
for the future of a world that involves technologies such as cloning, genetic
engineering, nanotechnology, biotechnology, and transplantations using animal
organs and biotronic implants.

In order to discuss presence in the context of the material presence of the past,
it is not enough to call for an interdisciplinary approach within the social sciences
and the humanities, because the presence of things pushes us to reconsider the
dialogue between the humanities and the sciences. Besides, discussions about the
relations between the human and the nonhuman, the organic and the inorganic, and
people and things, show that the anthropocentric character of history construed as
“the science of people in time” (Marc Bloch) is too narrow. Required is an approach
that might be called “a non-anthropocentric history” or “post-human history.” This
kind of history distances itself from a humanist conception that places human beings
at the center of the world; instead, it considers humankind as one among many
organic and non-organic beings existing on the earth.
