Speaking Test Procedure

. The student gives a formal oral presentation of the prepared topic. This is in
the form of a well-structured presentation with an effective logical structure which
helps the audience to notice and remember significant points. The audience makes
notes during the presentation to facilitate the following discussion. The audience
does not interact with the student in this phase of the test. This phase lasts up to
five minutes.

. The student brings the formal topic presentation to a logical conclusion and
initiates the discussion of the topic presentation by inviting questions and
comments from the audience. During this phase, the student and the audience
participate in an authentic discussion of the ideas and opinions raised in the
presentation. This phase lasts up to five minutes.

Formal Topic Presentation Guidance

. Students are required to deliver a five-minute formal presentation on a topic
from the list of choice given further. Students are advised to narrow down the
offered topic and select specific points carefully. The topic should be discursive in
nature and personally relevant. Please note the topic should not be chosen directly
from the list, instead, students should prepare a personalized topic.

. As this is a formal presentation, it should have an effective and identifiable
structure which engages and maintains the audience’s interest. Therefore, students
are required to introduce the topic, highlight and develop particular points and
bring the presentation to an appropriate conclusion.

. Adherence to the timing of this phase is very important. Students are
strongly advised to ensure the presentation lasts up to but no longer than five
minutes. Students are responsible for concluding the presentation within the stated



timing. Presentations which extend beyond the time allocated will be stopped and
the student’s performance will not be rated highly.

. Students are required to produce Power Point slides for the audience to
facilitate the presentation. Students will have produced their own brief notes for
personal use. As the presentation is oral, the use of complete written scripts in the
presentation is not allowed. Recitation of a memorized script will have a negative
effect on the assessment of this phase.

. At the end of the formal topic presentation, students are required to initiate
the Topic discussion phase by asking if the audience has any questions and inviting
comment.

Discussion of Topic Presentation

. The purpose of the Topic discussion phase is for the student and the
audience to have an authentic discussion on the ideas and opinions given in the
formal topic presentation.

. When preparing for the topic discussion, students should try to anticipate the
contributions of the audience and think of ways of expanding and developing the
topic beyond the limitations of the formal presentation.

. The topic discussion is intended to be a genuine discussion. There should be
a real exchange of ideas and opinions with the student being able to challenge the
audience and respond to their contributions. Students must also be ready to justify,
exemplify and elaborate on the ideas and opinions given in the presentation.

. The topic discussion is intended to be about the actual presentation rather
than on the general theme of the topic. The student is expected to be proactive in
the discussion and not simply respond to the contributions of the audience.
Therefore, students are required to invite questions and comments from the
audience at the end of the formal topic presentation and throughout the Topic
discussion phase.

2 — Notes are a compilation of copy-pasted texts and the presenter relies on them

1 — The presenter reads from PowerPoint slides or from his/her notes or recites a
completely memorized text

Grammar / Vocabulary

3 — The presenter uses idiomatic expressions, strong collocations, varied and
specific grammar / vocabulary to the point. The student is aware of difficulties that
the audience may have with understanding some grammar / vocabulary items and
tries to prevent these problems by giving explanation / rephrasing the challenging
vocabulary

2 — Between 1 and 3 / presenter's speech lacks idiomatic expressions, strong
collocations, varied and specific grammar/ vocabulary to the point / there are some
mistakes which don't interfere with understanding the presentation

1 — The student uses many words which are unfamiliar to him/her / or he/she uses
very simple grammar /vocabulary / or both / or makes many mistakes which
interfere with understanding the presentation

0 — No presentation

Interaction a (Presenter with Audience)



3 — Successfully initiates the discussion by asking questions/ inviting questions and
comments from the audience, trying to involve the majority of the audience into
discussion. If the audience faces certain difficulties, repairs communication by
restating difficult points or asking follow-up questions. Easily understands
adequate questions/comments to the point of presentation from the audience and
reacts to them in a proper way.

2 — Can initiate discussion with limited success, with only few members of the
audience participating. Can’t maintain in-depth discussion. Has certain difficulty
reacting to some adequate questions/comments to the point of presentation from
the audience.

1 — Can’t initiate the discussion successfully. Fails to understand most questions
and/or comments, or goes off topic

0 — No discussion

Interaction b (Audience with Presenter)

3 — Asks several questions to the point during the test, or makes some comments
2 — Asks few questions to the point /or some questions are off topic, or makes few
comments

1 — Asks questions off topic/ makes no comments to the point of the presentation
0 — Doesn’t ask questions
