Elections in the United Kingdom

For electoral purposes the United Kingdom is divided into 659
constituencies each of which returns one member to the House of Commons.
Constituencies vary in size and area; the average electorate is around 68,000. There
are four permanent Parliamentary Boundary Commissions one each for England,
Wales, Scotland and Northern Ireland - that review constituency size to ensure that
constituencies have broadly similar numbers of electors. British citizens, and
citizens of other Commonwealth countries and the Republic of Ireland resident in
the United Kingdom, may vote in parliamentary elections provided that they are
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aged 18 or over; included in the register of electors for the constituency; and not
subject to any legal incapacity to vote. British citizens living abroad may apply to
register as electors for a period of up to 15 years after they have left the United
Kingdom. Voting is not compulsory in the United Kingdom and the simple
majority system is used for Westminster elections; proportional representation is
used in the elections to the Scottish Parliament, National Assembly for Wales and
the Northern Ireland Assembly. Each elector may cast one vote and usually does so
in person at a polling station. Candidates are elected if they have more votes than
any of the other candidates (although not necessarily an absolute majority over all
other candidates). As in other European Union countries, participation in voting at
General Elections has declined, and the turnout in the 2001 General Election was
59 per cent, the lowest since the First World War. The Government has taken a
number of measures designed to increase the number of people who vote in
elections, including the introduction of postal voting on demand and a rolling
electoral register, updated monthly, to enable voters to register at any time of the
year. New voting procedures are being tested at local elections.
Crime and Punishment
If we look into history we shall find that laws, which are, or ought to be,
conventions between men in a state of freedom, have been, for the most part the
work of the passions of a few, or the consequences of a fortuitous or temporary
necessity.Observe that by justice | understand nothing more than that bond which
IS necessary to keep the interest of individuals united, without which men would
return to their original state of barbarity. All punishments which exceed the
necessity of preserving this bond are in their nature unjust. The end of punishment,
therefore, is no other than to prevent the criminal from doing further injury to
society, and to prevent others from committing the like offence. Such punishments,
therefore, and such a mode of inflicting them, ought to be chosen, as will make the
strongest and most lasting impressions on the minds of others, with the least
torment to the body of the criminal. The torture of a criminal during the course of
his trial is a cruelty consecrated by custom in most nations. It is used with an intent
either to make him confess his crime, or to explain some contradiction into which
he had been led during his examination, or discover his accomplices, or for some
kind of metaphysical and incomprehensible purgation of infamy, or, finally, in
order to discover other crimes of which he is not accused, but of which he may be
guilty. No man can be judged a criminal until he be found guilty; nor can society
take from him the public protection until it have been proved that he has violated
the conditions on which it was granted. What right, then, but that of power, can
authorise the punishment of a citizen so long as there remains any doubt of his
guilt? This dilemma is frequent. Either he is guilty, or not guilty. If guilty, he
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should only suffer the punishment ordained by the laws, and torture becomes
useless, as his confession is unnecessary. If he be not guilty, you torture the
innocent; for, in the eye of the law, every man is innocent whose crime has not
been proved.Crimes are more effectually prevented by the certainty than the
severity of punishment. In proportion as punishments become more cruel, the
minds of men, as a fluid rises to the same height with that which surrounds it, grow
hardened and insensible; and the force of the passions still continuing in the space
of an hundred years the wheel terrifies no more than formerly the prison. That a
punishment may produce the effect required, it is sufficient that the evil it
occasions should exceed the good expected from the crime, including in the
calculation the certainty of the punishment, and the privation of the expected
advantage. All severity beyond this is superfluous, and therefore tyrannical.

Video Games and the Law
Like virtually every other activity Americans engage in on a daily basis,
even the restrictions and protections of the law. This is also an area of increasing
interest as hundreds of new companies come into the video game market every
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year by developing the wildly popular game apps played on mobile phones and
tablet devices.

Just like other forms of media law, the biggest focus of this area is copyright
and licensing and, to some extent, free speech and expression.

Copyright/Licensing

For new game developers, particularly smaller ones, it is critical to
understand the importance of having clear and complete paperwork demonstrating
either the originality of all elements of the game or the right to use any elements of
your game. Assuming your work is original or properly licensed, it will then be
critical to protect it from others who might infringe against it. To that end, consider
the following questions:

Where did the concept for a game originate? If you took the idea from your
favorite comic book, film, book, or other source, you should seek permission (a
license) before moving forward.

Did the person who did any voice over work sign a release making clear that
he or she has no ownership interest in the final product? Failing to get a release
could lead to a voice actor looking for royalties.

How will others know about your ownership of the property? Are you going
to seek a formal copyright? Trademark your name or characters? Patent a novel
process used for rendering your game?

Free Speech and Freedom of Expression

Much was made of violence in video games almost since their introduction
in the late 1970's. Nevertheless, a 2011 US Supreme Court case decided the matter
once and for all, holding that video games could not be censored based on video
game violence. Recognizing the value of video games as a medium of expression
just like books, movies, music, and other art, the Supreme Court held that video
game violence could not be categorized as some new form of unprotected speech.

Of course, there is much more that goes into the successful creation and
development of video games, including business matters, contracts, employment
and independent contractor agreements, and many other legal considerations. As a
result, if you are a video game developer, you should consider retaining a qualified
and experienced attorney in your area who will be able to help you with running
your business, negotiating your contracts, protecting your intellectual property, etc.

U.S. Copyright law.

U.S. Copyright law is a subset of Intellectual Property law. It provides
protection to the creators of specific work product for that work product,
established by the U.S. Constitution in Article 1, Section 8. It also allows the
copyright owner to copy his/her work as he desires and to legally prohibit others
from doing so, and also from displaying, using, distributing, performing and/or
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licensing his/her work product for a specific period of time. Copyright law also
protects derivatives of a copyrighted work, unless it falls under the "fair use"
doctrine.

Fair use refers to the public's right to freely use certain copyrighted material
without fear of reprisal. The factors used to define "fair use" are specified in
copyright law, although their interpretation is very subjective. Generally speaking,
fair use allows individuals to reproduce copyrighted material only for narrow and
specific purposes which include criticizing or critiquing; commentary and news
reporting; research and scholarship; nonprofit educational uses; and ridiculing or
satirizing as in a parody of a copyrighted work.

To qualify for copyright protection the work must have been represented at
one time in some sort of tangible form, although not indefinitely. Additionally, it
does not have to be unique or inventive, and can even resemble other works
already in existence, but it must be original work that was not copied directly from
any other source, and created independently by the author. Lastly, some measure of
creative effort must have been expended to create the work. For example,
someone's grocery list where the items are simply listed with no embellishments
displays no creative effort at all and would not be copyright protected.

In addition, there exists another exception, in "work for hire" product. This
refers to original work created by an individual working for another entity and
therefore this individual's work product actually belongs to the entity that hired the
worker and that entity would then own the copyright, instead of the individual who
actually created the work product.

Any eligible work does not have to be published to fall under copyright
protection. As soon as the original work has been rendered in some sort of tangible
form, it qualifies. Many categories of material that are not eligible for copyright
protection may instead be suitable for protection under trademark, trade secret or
patent laws. However, works composed completely out of material that has
become part of the "public domain™ is considered common or community property;
it has no original creation and is not suitable for any type of protection. These
include things like weight charts, height charts, standardized calendars, various
photographs, magazine articles, works produced by the U.S. government and the
like. Additionally, all works published in the U.S. before 1923 are now considered
public domain.

U.S. copyright law is almost solely created and regulated by the federal
government. The agency mainly responsible for this is the federal Copyright Office
of the Library of Congress. Copyright protection and the applicable governing laws
differ according to the time that the work was created. Thus, most copyrights are
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recognized and honored internationally in many countries via international

copyright treaties and conventions.

Creating a Prenuptial Agreement.

Getting married can be exciting, but it can also lead to a loss of good sense.
It is easy to become wrapped up in the excitement of love and a wedding and to
forget about what exactly could be at stake should things go wrong. It may not be
terribly romantic, but it could be very wise to think through both the good and the
bad of a marriage.

Part of that analysis should include what you and your future spouse will do
should irreconcilable differences arise between you. Beyond simply asking
whether the two of you would be able to remain amicable after a disagreement,
having a plan for dispensing with assets and liabilities may be much easier to
dispense with while things are at their best. This can be accomplished through an
antenuptial agreement, more commonly referred to as a “prenuptial agreement” or
simply a “prenup”.

A prenup is a contract made between prospective spouses prior to the
wedding which become effective upon marriage. A properly prepared prenup will
address all or most of the issues that would foreseeably arise should a divorce
occur. For example, the prenuptial agreement should address both spouses' rights
and obligations to marital and premarital assets, regardless of when and where
acquired or located, including the right to buy, sell, use, transfer, exchange,
abandon, lease, assign, dispose of, or otherwise manage and control the property.It
should also address how that property will be divided upon separation, divorce,
death, etc.

Other common provisions for a well-designed prenuptial agreement include
the modification or elimination of spousal support (alimony); provisions for
handling the spouses' respective estates in the event of death or disability; a choice
of the laws governing the interpretation of the agreement;and any other matters
that might be relevant to the rights and obligations of the spouses upon divorce so
long as they are not against the law or violate public policy (an example of a
provision that would violate public policy would be one that would forbid one
spouse from taking any marital assets after divorce).
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One common provision in antenuptial agreements which is, perhaps, well-
intentioned but unenforceable is a predetermination of child support or custody
arrangements. These matters must be decided by a court based on what is in the
best interests of the children, not necessarily the parents' wishes. Obviously, any
other policy could result in unfortunate outcomes for any children, particularly if
the parents had no children at the time of creating the prenuptial agreement and
then later discovered they were not very good at being parents.

Every jurisdiction requires enforceable premarital agreements to be in
writing and signed by both spouses. Most jurisdictions also require a written
disclosure of all assets owned by each spouse at the time of entering into the
prenup in order to reduce disagreements about which properties came into the
marriage before or after the wedding. Perhaps more importantly, such disclosure
also helps identify what liabilities each party brings to the relationship, as well.
Generally, after the wedding, the premarital agreement can only be amended or
revoked through a written agreement of both parties. Tearing up an agreement may
be dramatic and make proof more difficult, but it does not revoke the prenuptial
agreement. Although not required, both spouses should strongly consider
consulting with an attorney before entering into a prenuptial agreement or even
getting married.

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Can | Be Fired for Missing One Day of Work?

Most states and employers operate under an at-will system in which
employers can terminate employees for any reason and employees can quit for any
reason. However, employers cannot terminate employees for an illegal purpose,
which may or may not occur if an employee misses one day of work. The reason
for missing work and the terms of employment largely dictate whether an
employee can be fired for missing one day of work.

Paid Sick Leave

A few areas in the United States require employers to provide paid sick
leave to employees. Therefore, in these locations, an employer may not be able to
fire an employee for being sick and missing one day of work. However, whether a
particular law an employer depends on the duration of employment, the number of
employees regularly employed by the employer, the extent of the illness and the
reason for missing work. Likewise, if an employer offers paid sick leave, it must
follow its own guidelines related to providing this benefit equally to employees.

Family Medical Leave

If the employer has a minimum of 50 employees within a 75-mile radius of
the affected employee’s workplace and the employee has worked there for a
minimum of one year for a total of 1,250 hours or more in work hours, the
employee can take up to 12 weeks of leave for a serious medical condition that
either the employee is suffering or an immediate relative is suffering, such as a
spouse, parent or child.

To qualify as being a “serious” medical condition, the condition must meet
certain legal definitions, such as requiring impatient care, a condition requiring an
absence of three or more days from work, a pregnancy-related incapacity, time
missed for treatment or incapacity of a chronic condition or incapacity for a
permanent or long-term condition. The employee does not have to take all of the
time at one time. He or she can ask for intermittent leave if he or she will not need
that much time.

Other Prohibited Conduct

An employer must comply with relevant employment laws, such as not
discriminating against employees who have a protected class status. For example,
the employer cannot terminate an employee because of his or her race and use the
missed day of work as an excuse.

Protected Activities

Employers may not be permitted to terminate employees if the reason that
they missed work is considered a “protected activity” under state or federal law.
For example, the employee may have gone to a union meeting, reported for jury
duty or voted when he or she missed work. Some states have laws that prohibit an
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employer from firing an employee who misses work because he or she is under a
subpoena to testify in court. There are also laws pertaining to the continued
employment of individuals who report for military drills or training that requires
them to miss work. Again, the employee is required to notify the employer of such
need to miss work.

WHAT IS LAW?

The word law has many meanings, and this word is used variously in
different fields. For example, physical science has its law of gravity, and
economics has the law of supply and demand. Do these laws have precise
definitions? Is the same precision possible in jurisprudence — the scientific study of
law? Over the years, legal scholars have offered dozens of definitions of law, but
none of them is universally accepted as absolutely definitive. How can this
difficulty in defining law be explained? The English word law refers to limits upon
various forms of behaviour. Some laws are descriptive: they simply describe how
people, or even natural phenomena, usually behave. An example is rather
consistent law of gravity; another is the less consistent law of economics. Other
laws are prescriptive — they prescribe how people ought to behave. For example,
the speed limits imposed upon drivers are laws that prescribe how fast we should
drive. They rarely describe how fast we actually do drive, of course. In all
societies, relations between people are regulated by prescriptive laws. Some of
them are customs — that is, informal rules of social and moral behaviour. Some are
rules we accept if we belong to particular social institutions, such as religious,
educational and cultural groups. And some are precise laws made by nations and
enforced against all citizens within their power. What motives do governments
have in making and enforcing laws? Social control is undoubtedly one purpose.
Public laws establish the authority of the government itself, and civil laws provide
a framework for interaction among citizens. Without laws, it is argued, there would
be anarchy in society (although anarchists themselves argue that human beings
would be able to interact peacefully without laws if there were no governments to
interfere in our lives). Another purpose is the implementation of justice. Justice is a
concept that most people feel is very important but few are able to define.
Sometimes a just decision is simply a decision that most people feel is fair. But can
we create a just society by simply observing public opinion? If we are always fair
to majorities, we will often be unfair to minorities. If we do what seems to be fair
at the moment, we may create unfairness in the future. Many philosophers have
proposed concepts of justice that are much more theoretical than everyday notions
of fairness, and sometimes governments are influenced by philosophers. But in
general, governments are guided by more practical considerations such as rising
crime rates or the lobbing of pressure groups. Sometimes laws are simply an
attempt to implement common sense. It is obvious to most people that dangerous
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driving should be punished; that fathers should provide financial support for their
children if they desert their families; that a person should be compensated for
losses when someone else breaks an agreement with him or her. But in order to be
enforced, common sense needs to be defined in law, and when definitions are
being written, it becomes clear that common sense is not such a simple matter.
Instead, it is a complex skill based upon long observation of many different people
in different situations. Laws based upon common sense do not necessarily look
much like common sense when they have been put into words. In practice,
governments are neither institutions solely interested in retaining power, nor clear-
thinking bodies implementing justice and common sense. They combine many
purposes and inherit many traditions. The laws that they make and enforce reflect
this confusion.

CIVIL AND CRIMINAL LAW

Part 1. Criminal Law.

The most useful classification of legal liability for practical purposes is into
civil and criminal. The basic difference is that an infringement of criminal law
renders you liable to prosecution and, if you are convicted, you are liable to be
punished; an infraction of the civil law means that the injured party may sue you
and, if you are found liable, you are likely to have to pay a monetary compensation
called damages or have some other remedy awarded against you. One important
reason for being able to distinguish between criminal and civil liability is that you
can always compromise a claim in relation to the civil law, that is, you can bargain
with the claimant (the person or company which is bringing the action against you)
with a view to avoiding court action. Criminal law deals with criminal liability by
assigning crimes and fixing punishments for them. Also included in criminal law
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are rules and procedures for preventing and investigating crimes and prosecuting
criminals, as well as the regulations governing the constitution of courts, the
conduct of trials, the organization of police forces, and the administration of penal
institutions. As a matter of fact criminal law is based on a number of universal
principles. Here are some of them: ¢ there is a presumption that the accused is
innocent and the prosecution must prove his guilt beyond reasonable doubt; e
responsibility can exist only in the presence of guilt;  a person may not be
considered guilty unless all elements of an alleged crime (corpus delicti) have been
established in his acts; ¢ criminal punishment shall be applied only by a sentence of
the court. * The following general defences may excuse the accused from criminal
responsibility: * lack of age (if an offender is under 14 he is incapable of
committing a crime); * self-defence (when people have good reason to believe they
are in danger of serious injury or death, they can use force to protect themselves); ¢
defence of family members (courts will not punish someone for using force to
rescue a family member from attack if there was good reason to believe the victim
was in danger of severe bodily injury or death); ¢ insanity (but everyone is
presumed sane until the contrary is proved); ¢ duress by threats or duress of
circumstances; * automatism (it may arise as the result of a reflex action or
concussion); ¢ entrapment (if a law enforcement officer induces a law-abiding
citizen to commit a crime, which would not have been committed without the
involvement of the officer).

Part 2. Civil Law.

Although most laymen’s perception of law is associated with criminal acts,
in fact the greater part of our law is civil law. For the most part civil law is
concerned with the rights and duties of individuals (including legal individuals
such as limited liability companies) as between themselves. Among civil law
branches are such as Family law, Property law, Civil Rights law, Media law,
Education law, Consumer protection law, Environmental law, etc. The main areas
of civil law with which a business may be concerned are: Law of contract. This is
concerned with the enforcement of promises, usually in the form of agreements.
Such agreements may be formal written agreements or informal oral agreements,
or even agreements to be implied from conduct. Law of tort. A tort is a civil
wrong, other than a breach of contract or a breach of trust (both of which are civil
wrongs but are not torts), which may be remedied by an action for damages.
Unlike contract the duty which is breached in committing a tort is fixed by the law,
whereas the duty which is breached in committing a breach of contract is a duty
undertaken voluntarily as a result of a promise to the other party. There are quite a
number of individual torts: e.g. negligence, nuisance, trespass (to person, to goods,
or to land), defamation, and deceit. Commercial law. This law comprises the rules
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relating to specific types of contract such as sale of goods, supply of services, hire
purchase, insurance, consumer credit, carriage of goods, etc.

Company law. This is the field of law concerning companies, corporations,
partnerships and other business organizations. It also specifies the relationship
between a business entity and outside parties who commercially interact with it.
Labour law. This can be divided into two parts. First, there is employment law —
the part which regulates individual employment rights, for example, the rules
relating to unfair dismissal, the right to redundancy payment, equal pay, etc.
Secondly, there is industrial law — the part which relates to collective activity, for
example, the law relating to industrial action, admission to and expulsion from
trade unions, etc. Some employment law, particularly in the area of health and
safety, is criminal law. Land law. The main areas which concern businesses are the
law relating to the relationship of landlord and tenant and planning law. It is
extremely important to understand that a particular course of conduct can give rise
to consequences in both civil law and criminal law at the same time. For example,
the crime of murder (and most other criminal offences involving physical injury)
will at the same time involve the torts (that is, the civil wrongs) of assault and
battery. The crime of causing criminal damage will amount to the tort of trespass to
goods. The crime of causing death by dangerous driving will amount to the tort of
negligence.

EUROPEAN COMMUNITY

The European Union (EU) is a supranational and intergovernmental union of
27 states with its total population about 500 million people. There are 23 official
and working languages within the Union. Citizens of EU member states are also
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EU citizens: they directly elect the European Parliament, once every five years.
They can live, travel, work, and invest in other member states (with some
restrictions on new member states). Passport control and customs checks at most
internal borders were abolished by the Schengen Agreement The European Union
IS governed by a number of institutions, these primarily being the European
Commission, the Council of the European Union, the European Court of Justice,
and the European Parliament. The European Commission acts as an executive or
Civil Service. It is currently composed of one member from each state and is
responsible for drafting all proposed law, a duty on which it maintains a monopoly
in order to co-ordinate European Law. It also controls some agencies and the
dayto-day running of the Union. Its president is nominated by the European
Council then elected by the Parliament. The Council of the European Union (also
known as the Council of Ministers) forms one half of the Union’s legislative
branch (the other being the Parliament). It is composed of the respective national
ministers. The body’s presidency rotates between the member-states every 6
months, though the current president member-state cooperates with the previous
and future president member-state, to provide continuity. The European Parliament
is the only Union body composed of officials directly elected on European issues.
Every 5 years citizens in all member-states vote for 751 «MEPs» who form the
second half of the Uniom»s legislative branch. Seats are distributed among the
European Union member states based on their respective populations. Its members
sit according to political groups rather than nationality and its president is elected
by its members. The judicial branch of the Union consists primarily of the
European Court of Justice composed of one judge nominated by each member-
state with the president elected from among those nominees. Below the Court of
Justice there is a lower court called the Court of First Instance created to lift some
of the work load of the Court of Justice. There is also the European Court of
Auditors which monitors the Union’s accounts. There is no official European
capital, with institutions spread across a number of cities. However, Brussels is
often considered the de facto capital as it hosts most of the primary institutions,
including the Commission and the Council. The Parliament also has its second seat
in the city. Strasbourg is the official seat of the European Parliament, meeting there
for twelve week-long plenary sessions each year. Luxembourg City plays host to
the Secretariat of the European Parliament as well as the European Court of
Justice, the Court of First Instance and the European Court of Auditors. EU law
covers only member states themselves. Where a conflict arises between EU law
and the law of a member state, EU law takes precedence, so that the law of a
member state must lose effect. Both the provisions of the Treaties, and EU
regulations are said to have «direct effect» horizontally. The other main legal
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instrument of the EU, «directives», have direct effect, but only «vertically». Private
citizens may not sue one another on the basis of EU directives, since these are
meant to be addressed to the member state. Directives allow some choice for
member states in the way they translate a directive into national law. Once this has
happened citizens may rely on the law that has been implemented. They may only
sue the government «vertically» for failing to implement a directive correctly.

Text 4.
LAW FIRM
A law firm is a business entity formed by one or more lawyers to engage in
the practice of law. The primary service provided by a law firm is to advise clients
(individuals or corporations) about their legal rights and responsibilities, and to
represent their clients in civil or criminal cases, business transactions and other
matters in which legal assistance is sought. Smaller firms tend to focus on
particular specialties of the law (e.g. patent law, labor law, tax law, criminal
defense, personal injury); larger firms may be composed of several specialized
practice groups, allowing the firm to diversify their client base and market, and to
offer a variety of services to their clients. Law firms are organized in a variety of
ways, but common arrangements include: ¢ sole proprietorship, in which the
lawyer is the law firm and is responsible for all profit, loss and liability; ¢ general
partnership, in which all of the lawyers in the firm equally share ownership and
liability; « limited liability partnership, in which the lawyer-owners are partners
with one another, but no partner is liable to any creditor of the law firm nor is any
partner liable for any negligence on the part of any other partner; ¢ limited liability
company, in which the lawyer-owners are called «members» but are not directly
liable to third party creditors of the law firm. In many countries, including the
United States and the United Kingdom, there is a rule that only lawyers may have
an ownership interest in, or be managers of, a law firm. Thus, law firms cannot
quickly raise capital through initial public offerings on the stock market, like most
corporations. The rule was created in order to prevent conflicts of interest. Lawyers
are paid for their work in a variety of ways. In private practice, they may work for
an hourly fee, a contingency fee (usually in cases involving personal injury), or a
lump sum payment if the matter is straightforward. Normally, most lawyers
negotiate a written fee agreement up front and may require a non-refundable
retainer in advance. In many countries there are fee-shifting arrangements by
which the loser must pay the winner’s fees and costs. Lawyers working directly on
the payroll of governments, nonprofits, and corporations usually earn a regular
annual salary. In many countries lawyers can also volunteer their labor in the
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service of worthy causes through an arrangement called pro bono (for the common
good). Traditionally such work was performed on behalf of the poor, but in some
countries it has now expanded to many other causes like the natural environment.
